While healing can include
miraculous cures, the Anointing of the Sick invites us
to experience healing as a movement, by grace, from
isolation and disconnection toward deepening
communion with Christ and one another, offering
renewed Hope.

Through the sacrament of anointing, Christ
strengthens the faithful who are afflicted by illness,
